3. Launch the Elgato Sat>IP client application

4. Select the DTT-IP server under the Settings -> Device heading

5. If this is the first time the client Application detects the DTT-IP server
a scan will be required. In Settings press Scan channels under the
Channels heading and follow the in app instructions.

6. Once the scan is complete the list of TV channels will appear under
the TV icon.

7. Press a TV channel to start watching.
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
